Home Delivered Meals (HDM)

The purpose of the Nutrition Program is to provide congregate and home delivered meals and services, including outreach, recreation, social programs and nutrition education to older persons.  The Nutrition Program contributes significantly to helping older persons remain healthy, active and independent in their own homes and communities. 

If a senior can not drive and needs transportation to a meal site, the COA has a regularly scheduled bus system.  Arrangements can be made on a case by case basis.  Call the COA at 608-723-6113.  

Home Delivered Meal Criteria:

A person age 60 or older who is frail and essentially homebound by reason of illness, disability or isolation, for whom an assessment concludes that participation is in the individual’s best interest. A spouse of a person eligible for an HDM as described above, regardless of age or condition, if an assessment concludes that it is in the best interest of the homebound older individual. A disabled individual who resides at home with an eligible individual.”
A reason to receive a Home Delivered Meal includes:

· the individual must be unable to leave his or her home under normal circumstances 

· the person must be unable to participate in the congregate meals program because of physical or emotional problems

· if there is no spouse or other adult living in the house or building who is willing to prepare all meals.

· if the special dietary needs of the individual can be met by meals available

· if the individual is able to feed himself or herself or have someone available to assist with dining

· if the individual is unable, physically or emotionally, to obtain food and prepare adequate meals

· if the individual agrees to be home when meals are delivered or to contact the program when absence is unavoidable. 

Please note the participant must be willing to complete an in- home assessment initially and annually. 
If the participant is under 60 years of age a waiver form must  be completed and approved by AgeAdvantAge (Regional Contract Provider for funds allocated) and the Grant County Center on Aging before a meal is sent. A participants under the age of 60 is asked to pay the “full” cost of the meal.    

We encourage all participants to donate for each meal received.  The suggested donation is $3.25/meal.  All donations should be sent to the Senior Dining Site providing the meal.  

Individuals requesting meals outside of the service area of their closest meal site may request fresh or frozen meals. Meal pickup is the responsibility of the individual requesting the HDM Service.  
HDM participants must contact the site for changes delivery.  Cancellations of a meal must be made by 6:30a.m. the morning of service.  The volunteer delivering your meals are asked to deliver the meals directly to the client and can not leave them on a step, porch or left out for long periods of time.  

· We request that all walk ways and steps must be shoveled and kept free of hazards such as ice.   

· Liquid Nutrition Supplement is available with a written physician prescription. Seniors are requested to donate for this supplement. 
· Meals packed in reusable trays must be sent back clean.

Seniors can use FoodShare (Quest Card) at any of our ten Grant County Senior Dining Sites.  All information is kept confidential. Seniors can determine the amount they wish to donate.   FoodShare (Quest Card) can be used to help cover the suggested donation of a HDM.
