Kostrau/Wolf:  Motion that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting act.  Motion carried.

Yager/Steinhart:  Motion to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Bausch/Wolf:  Motion to approve the January 21, 2009 minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

Nancy Scott explained the County Carryover Policy. The policy will make sure the county has a plan for carry over funds.  Changes to the policy by the departments must have approval of the committee, Finance Committee and County Board.
Nancy Scott also discussed the county policy on credit cards.  Nancy suggested that we have two cards with $500 limit on each. Gayle stated that it can be used to make hotel reservations, pay for items that we find that can be used for volunteer and Elderfest and other incidentals.  Nancy stated that both Gayle and Rita will have on line access to view and monitor expenditures on the accounts.   Bausch/Kilian:  Motion to approve the ADRC to get two credit cards with $500 limit on each with the Director and Bookkeeper holding the cards.  Motion carried.
Deanna Taylor updated the ADRC on Social Services activities.  She noted that they are proceeding to become a Family Care agency with the notification going out in June.  She stated that Governors budget did not change the April 1, 2010 start date.  She stated current agency staff is “gearing” up for Family Care.  The several staff participating and attending trainings related to Family Care enrollment. 
Directors Report:  Gayle reported on the following items:

· ADRC Expansion – The remodeling, painting and moving is done.
· ADRC Regional and Local Marketing Plan – We are sponsoring Paul Harvey News as well as paying for other advertising on Queen B Radio, advertising in the Shopping News, doing the Buzz on the Square for the month of February, getting the new outdoor signage changed.
· Mission Statement – On local ADRC BY-Laws – Regional Mission Statement approved 
· Introduced Arica Wanezek the Disability Benefit Specialist who started work on January 5th
· County Board Ordinance to change the Center on Aging to Aging and Disability Resource Center of Southwest Wisconsin – South – Grant County – The County voted unanimously for the ordinance at the February 17th meeting. 

· 2008 Annual Report – Gave each board member a copy of the annual report that is being submitted to the County by Friday, February 27, 2008.  There were no changes to the report. 
· 2008 Budget Review – Rita Harmon reviewed each program’s final budget figures.  She stated that any 85.21 funds will be placed in the Vehicle Trust Fund.
· By-Law changes were reviewed.
· Food Bid Schedule – Gayle gave the board the schedule for the 2009-2012 food bids.
Bausch/Steinhart:  Motion to approve the ADRC of Grant County by-laws as changed and presented.  Motion carried.

Hans, Dale and Mary gave an updated on the Regional ADRC Board meeting.  They stated that their by-laws were approved as well as their mission statement.  They are short two people on the committee; needing one more who would represent the physical disabled population.
